“Michael Fast”

Child Demographics: {mannequin}

This 6 week old boy, Michael, is the first child, to an unmarried couple.
Family/Parent Demographics: {actors}
Mom, Christine, is in her early 20’s, unemployed and trying to get her G.E.D. Dad, Mike, is in his early 20’s, and is  a mechanic working weekends for Jiffy Lube, he and his clothes are full of grease. He tends to talk loudly over people including the child’s mother and the health care team.

Parent Behavior during the scenario:

They are stressed out, with the father being particularly vocal upon arrival. Mom becomes more panicked as the situation unfolds, and both parents continually ask questions of the health care team.

Medical Background:

The patient was sent from the primary’s office to a local Rhode Island emergency room because they thought he had a fast heart rate, a 12 lead electrocardiogram (EKG) was done in the office but technique was poor and difficult to interpret, but still concerning. Michael did not have any episodes in the ED and they were unsuccessful at placing an IV.   The decision was made to send Michael to the closest Children’s Hospital for further observation and evaluation.  
Scenario Breakdown:

The parents arrived at the Children’s Hospital together. Their baby was transport via ambulance from a hospital’s emergency department (ED) in Rhode Island. 

Mom and Dad are frazzled and not speaking much to each other upon arrival.  By the time that they arrive at the transferring Hospital, they have spent 6 hours in the previous ER and en route. They don’t feel as if Michael even needs to be hospitalized.  

The Bedside Nurse orients the parents to the unit and the bedside. While talking, she is hooking the patient up to the monitor and realizes that the baby’s heart rate in the 230’s. The bedside nurse responds, deciding it is best to use the call bell and asks another nurse to get some help.
Participants to watch evolving scene, the Charge Nurse and Cardiac Attending/Fellow and Medical Resident are to go to bedside when the bedside nurse calls.  Charge Nurse will call the Parent Facilitator volunteer into simulator room when needed.
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
