Instructions: The training video is composed of two parts - the Main Program and Supplementary Scenarios.  A menu appears when the video starts-up, and a mouse click over the desired segment will play the video. (Superscript number indicates the content being referred to for use)

The Main Program is designed to be used in a classroom or meeting setting to teach multidisciplinary groups of staff about the role and responsibilities of a parent facilitator in the pediatric critical care setting.  The program provides background information about parent presence during invasive procedure and resuscitations, two short clips of a simulator run scenario with clinicians, a volunteer nurse as the facilitator, and actors playing the role of the parents.  Each scenario is followed by a debriefing, in which the scenario participants and other classroom participants (who were watching the scenario via live video-feed), to comment about the specific aspects of the facilitator role for the parent(s) and clinicians at the bedside. This portion of the video also contains three segments of commentary from actual parents who experienced a critical care event with their child.  The classroom handouts1-3 and PowerPoint slides4 and can be reviewed along with the Main Program video segment.   

The Supplementary Videos are full versions of the simulator scenarios.  These are designed to be viewed in a classroom setting.  It is recommended, to first present the PowerPoint slides4 and collect nurse perspective and experience with parent presence, second review the appropriate scenario handout5a or 5b and watch a scenario, and lastly moderate a debriefing in response to the scenario.  Handouts1-3 should be reviewed throughout the teaching session.
